The past two months 8 new churches chose to partner 

in our ministry. That raises our support level to 40% after only seven months of 

deputation! 

 

Changing Lives Project 
 Every month it seems that this project could not be more blessed.  Since our last 

letter, we have been able to give out 123 more jars raising the total to 563 jars.  This 

week, we have also seen the Haven of Hope building fund surpass $13,000!  That is 

$13,000 dollars worth of pocket change.  We are so thankful for the 7 churches that do-

nated their VBS money to this project. We cannot wait to get to Peru, purchase the prop-

erty, and begin construction on The Haven of Hope Children’s Home.
